In denying Cincinnati City School District’s waiver seeking an invoice filing deadline extension, the Commission relied on the Ada School District Order as precedent.  See Requests for Waiver of Decisions of the Universal Service Administrator by Ada School District et al.; Schools and Libraries Universal Service Support Mechanism, CC Docket No. 02-6, Order, 31 FCC Rcd 3834 (WCB 2016) (Ada School District Order).  On reconsideration, the school district argues that the Ada School District Order only applies when parties misunderstand the program requirements.  In its case, Cincinnati City School District said it was relying on an audit-related letter that the school district incorrectly interpreted, resulting in its requests for reimbursement not being timely submitted which it argues is distinguishable from Ada School District Order, which was based on a misunderstanding of the E-Rate program requirements.  Cincinnati City School District explained that because of the letter, it held off on submitting its requests for reimbursement to USAC.  Although the applicant may have chosen to hold off on submitting its requests for reimbursement while the review was underway, the applicant could have timely requested an automatic invoice filing extension request before October 28, 2025 to receive additional time to submit its requests for reimbursement, but Cincinnati City School District did not do so.  We uphold our denial and find that Cincinnati City School District failed to demonstrate extraordinary circumstances required to waive section 54. 514(a) and (b).  We also find that the Ada School District Order is applicable because it found that “[a]ll of the petitioners could have, but failed to submit timely invoice deadline extension with USAC to receive extra time for filing and reimbursement. . . .  In light of the ease with which petitioners could have sought an automatic extension, . . . we find that none of the petitioners demonstrate that they faced special circumstances warranting a deviation from the invoice deadline rules, nor that a deviation from those rules will serve the public interest.”  See Ada School District Order, 31 FCC Rcd at 3937, para. 7.  We do not find that the Ada School District Order is not limited to only petitioners who misunderstood the E-Rate program rules and find that Cincinnati, like the other petitioners in this Order, could have timely requested an automatic extension of time and failed to do so.  We therefore reaffirm our denial of Cincinnati City School District’s waiver and dismiss its petition.]

(WTC) a waiver of the 60% and 80% RDOF service milestones.  47 CFR § 54.802(c)(1); Rural Digital Opportunity Fund et al., WC Docket No. 19-126 et al., Order, 40 FCC Rcd 281, 300 para. 45 & n.126 (2020) (High-Cost Fabric Order).  WTC demonstrated with December 2025 (Version 8) Broadband Serviceable Location Fabric (Fabric) data that it identified all existing locations in its RDOF authorized area and USAC verified that WTC offers service meeting the relevant Commission requirements to all of these existing locations.  See WTC Petition.  WTC must continue to monitor the Fabric and will be required to serve any new locations in the June 2026 and December 2026 Fabric by the 100% service milestone plus one year cure period until WTC has served the number of locations estimated by the cost model (if there are the same number or more locations in WTC’s service area than originally estimated) or the adjusted location total adopted by the Bureau (if there are fewer locations in WTC’s service area than originally estimated). This limited waiver will permit Mercury to pay early a portion of the support recovery it is required to pay due to its decision to default on the authorized Mercury census blocks in certain census block groups in Indiana, Michigan, and Ohio.  We grant this limited waiver subject to the same terms and conditions imposed on other RDOF carriers that requested and were granted this limited waiver. Uniti did not provide sufficient information to demonstrate that the delays it described in obtaining permits and access to poles, Tribal lands, and locations associated with Fort Leonard Wood were “due to circumstances beyond its control.”  Connect America Fund et al., WC Docket No. 10-90 et al., Report and Order, 29 FCC Rcd 15644, 15700, para. 154 (2014) (December 2014 Connect America Order) (explaining that an eligible telecommunications carrier (ETC) “may petition for extension of time or waiver of the relevant build-out milestone” when “an ETC is unable to meet the required deployment obligations due to circumstances beyond its control” and that the Commission “expect[s] that the ETC would file its petition seeking that relief no later than 30 days prior to the build-out milestone”); Connect America Fund et al., WC Docket No. 10-90 et al., Order, DA 26-342 (WCB Apr. 9, 2026) (RDOF Service Milestone Waiver Denial Order) (denying requests for waiver of RDOF service milestone obligations because the petitioners did not demonstrate good cause and explaining that “the non-compliance framework the Commission adopted for the RDOF was designed to avoid altogether the burden of filing and addressing petitions such as these—carriers continue to receive the majority of funding except in the most serious of shortfalls, and they can quickly receive all funding by catching up on buildout,” and emphasizing “that circumstances beyond a carrier’s control is a very high bar”).
