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Our first Modernization of Media Regulation Initiative (MMRI) item of the new year—indeed, of
the new decade—takes a common-sense step to modernize our notification rules by requiring cable and
satellite providers to send certain notices to broadcast television stations via e-mail instead of on paper.
Electronic delivery saves cable and satellite providers the cost of mailing notices, provides quicker and
more reliable notices to broadcasters, and reduces wasted paper. It’s therefore no surprise that literally
everyone in this proceeding supported this reform. And I look forward to achieving similarly positive
results throughout 2020 as we finalize other pending MMRI proceedings and commence new ones as well.
